Ongoing collaborations  

 

Study for Federutility: strength and weaknesses of CHP 

FIRE will set up a report analyzing the CHP situation in Italy from a legislative, regulatory and 

economic point of view, delving the new changes introduced by recent law measures. 

Support to a Concerted Action to implement the Directive 32/2006 (2010-2011) 

FIRE will support ENEA in the organization of plenary-meetings in the frame of a Concerted Action 

for the transposition and implementation of Directive 2006/32. The work involves investigations 

among industrial and institutional actors, reviews of thematic reports and a support to the 

organization and management of the meetings. 

 

  

    

 

Current and new EU projects 

 

Enforce Project (2009-2012) 

This project co-funded by EC Intelligent Energy for Europe Programme includes countries as Italy, 

Spain, Portugal, Greece and Slovakia. FIRE participates as partner, with the aim of create energy 

manager networks for the residential sector, that will operate in Italy in a network created by 

Adiconsum (an Italian consumer association that is also the project leader) in the frame of the 

buildings energy certification. An appropriate training course will be created with this purpose. 
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 Soltec Project 

FIRE is a partner directed by CGIL – Bildungswerk e BFW, and co-funded by EC Leonardo 

Programme; the countries involved are Italy, Spain, Portugal, Poland and Romania. The aim of the 

project is identifying educational needs in the PV sector at EU level and arranging a training course 

(half distance and half face to face learning) in order to answer qualification need of people who 

will work in this sector.  

 H-REII Project 

FIRE is partner in this project directed by Turboden and co-funded by EC Life+ Programme with 

the purpose to analyze the industrial energy intensive sector with the aim to define the energy 

efficiency baseline, in particular for the process heat recovery, in order to identify legislative, 

technological and motivating solutions to cut the greenhouse emissions of these industries. 

 

         Enersupply (2010-2012) 

The activity aims to promote the implementation of energy planning by the administration in the 

Balkan region. FIRE will operate as a subcontractor of the Polytechnic University of Marche. FIRE 

will deal with the training of public administration operators and their awareness on the issues of 

rational use of energy.  

 

 

Closed EU projects 

        Enerbuilding Project 

This project, directed by Adiconsum and co-funded by EC Intelligent Energy for Europe, involved 

Italy, France, Spain and Portugal. The aim was to spread and encourage energy efficiency in 

buildings between citizens and managers. Four practical guides for consumers and two software 

for energy self-diagnosis in condominiums, small houses and public buildings are available at 

www.enerbuilding.eu. 

 E-Quem Project 

It offers a free on-line training course for energy managers available at www.e-quem.enea.it and 

addressed to all professionals interested in specializing on energy management. It was born from 

an European project aimed at strengthen EMs abilities, qualifying their professional offer. Funded 
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by Equal Programme, the course is divided in ten modules which cover the various technical, 

economic, environmental and managerial skills required to EMs.  

 Eurocontract Project 

It is part of the EU “Intelligent Energy for Europe” – IEE/SAVE Programme, co-funded by EC – DG 

TREN. This project aimed to support the development of energy market services in Europe and 

ESCOs’ spread, energy integrated services company which provide supply contracts assuring

 Partnership with Torino district 

FIRE offered support to the promotion of energy manager figure in public structures of Torino 

district, municipalities and mountain communities. The activities brought to the creation of a local 

authorities consumptions and energy balances database and a training course on energy contracts 

(GPP, EPC, EN 16001). The project provided also to make public administration aware of the 

energy manager appointment in the involved structures.

FIRE supported ENEA about the creation of new simplified energy savings evaluation files and the 

analysis of white certificates scheme issues and market trends.

FIRE 

planned the communication project identifying local administrations, inviting them to participate 

actively, and caring out the programme aimed to encourage the creation of an energy manager 

profile, highlighting the role and the value of such figure. 

The Federation had also put in evidence the importance of the relation between regional 

administrations and energy managers networks, encouraging the habit for energy savings and 

giving specific information on White Certificates and the evolution of the energy market.

 Partnership with CESI Ricerca (now ERSE) on electrical technologies 

The aim was to collect energy managers opinions on new technologies potentialities (high 

efficiency motors, CHP, micro-cogeneration and heating pumps). After the first data analysis 

elaborated by CESI Ricerca in collaboration with ENEA on technical aspects and performances, 

FIRE analyzed motivations in order to point out the bureaucratic and organizational barriers that 

represent an obstacle to the technologies diffusion.
